Auxiliary Bishop of San Francisco 

In 1995, he became Vicar General for the 

Archdiocese of San Francisco, and was named a 

Prelate of Honor (Monsignor) by Pope John Paul II 

on April 4, 1996.  Bishop McElroy was Pastor of St. 

Gregory Parish in San Mateo for 14 years prior to his 

being named Auxiliary Bishop on July 6, 2010, and 

ordained a bishop on September 7, 2010 at St. 

Maryôs Cathedral by Archbishop George Niederauer. 

The prophet Zephaniah addresses himself to the 

humble of the earth, exhorting them to seek humility, 

to be a humble, lowly people taking refuge in the 

name of the Lord.  And St. Paul says that ñGod chose 

the weak of the world to shame the strong.ò  These 

thoughts are repeated in Matthewôs Gospel when 

Jesus says: Blessed are the meek, the peacemakers, 

the persecuted, the insulted. 

 

None of us wants to be humiliated or insulted, but 

sometimes we feel that way.  Our natural response is 

to fight back.  Let us humbly pray that we will have 

the grace to accept such conditions with trust in God.
