M ake no mistake, abortion-on-demand is not a 

right granted by the Constitution.  No serious 

scholar, including one disposed to agree with the 

Courtôs result, has argued that the framers of the 

Constitution intended to create such a right.  Shortly 

after the Roe v. Wade decision, Professor John Hart 

Ely, now Dean of Stanford Law School, wrote that 

the opinion ñis not constitutional law and gives 

almost no sense of an obligation to try to be.ò  

Nowhere do the plain words of the Constitution even 

hint at a ñrightò so sweeping as to permit abortion up 

to the time the child is ready to be born.  Yet that is 

what the Court ruled.  As an act of ñraw judicial 

powerò (to use Justice Whiteôs biting phrase), the 

decision by the seven-man majority in Roe v. Wade 

has so far been made to stick.  But the Courtôs 

decision has by no means settled the debate.  Instead, 

Roe v. Wade has become a continuing prod to the 

conscience of the nation.ò 
ðPresident Ronald Reagan, in his book 

Abortion and the Conscience of the Nation (1983).
