T his Sundayôs readings focus on the idea of sacrifice.  Abraham offers the greatest sacrifice 

of thanksgiving possible, his only son Isaac.  This 

sacrifice prefigures the sacrifice of Jesus on the 

cross.  Jesus is the new Isaac, bound, and offered up 

to the Father.  Our Lord was a suffering Messiah 

before he was a glorified Messiah.  The cross came 

before the crown for Jesus and for us.  Before he 

carries his Cross, the Lord ascends the mountain 

with his closest disciples and reveals his glory to 

them.  The experience strengthens and encourages 

them before they must experience his passion and 

death.  é 

Although no one really knew how painful Our 

Lordôs agony would be.  It would take the coming of 

the Holy Spirit at Pentecostðfifty days after the 

Resurrectionðto help the Apostles really 

understand everything that happened to Jesus and to 

them.
