ñBUT WHO DO YOU SAY THAT I AM?ò 

WHAT WOULD YOU HAVE SAID? 
 

Todayôs gospel poses the central question of our 

faith: ñWho do you say that I am?ò If we reply that 

Jesus is someone we are prepared to follow, he 

makes very clear what that will imply. 
 

Jesus is a personal God, who asks personal 

questions. The question is addressed to each of us 

personally, and the answer must come from 

personally too. We will not find that answer in a 

book, but in the heart. If we are to follow him, we 

must join in his journey, as Peter did. We must take 

up the cross of daily living, faithful to his call, so 

that he can lead us to the fullness of life. If we follow 

him, we need not expect much in the way of earthly 

glory for our pains. Just as he was rejected and 

marginalized for refusing to conform to the standards 

of this world, whoever takes him seriously may 

expect a similar response. 
 

People today are more interested in rights and 

freedoms and personal dignity than in a message 

about self-denial or taking up the cross. Yet todayôs 

readings show us a nice balance between human 

dignity and equality for all and the need for self-

sacrifice. Modern freedoms are welcome and too 

long delayed, but they bring attendant dangers when 

a culture of entitlement replaces one of 

responsibility. 
 

The complete answer to the question is ñYou are my 

Savior, my Lord and my God.ò ñYou are Savior in 

the room of my past; the Lord of the room of my 

future, and you are God in the room of today.ò God 

is totally a God of now. ñI am who am.ò If he is 

Savior, then I donôt have to be back in the past, with 

regret, guilt, or self-condemnation. If he is Lord, 

then I donôt have to live in the future, with worries, 

anxieties, and fear. I need have no fear of the future, 

if I believe that he holds the future. If he is God 

today, then ñthere is nothing impossible with God.ò 

JUNE 24 ð BIRTH OF ST. JOHN THE BAPTIST   

 

Ordinarily the Church observes the day of a saint's 

death as his feast, because that day marks his entrance 

into heaven. To this rule there are two notable 

exceptions, the birthdays of Blessed Mary and of St. 

John the Baptist. All other persons were stained with 

original sin at birth, hence, were displeasing to God. 

But Mary, already in the first moment of her 

existence, was free from original sin (for which reason 

even her very conception is commemorated by a 

special feast), and John was cleansed of original sin in 

the womb of his mother. This is the dogmatic 

justification for today's feast. St. Augustine explains 

the reason for today's observance in the following 

words: 
 

ñApart from the most holy solemnity commemorating 

our Savior's birth, the Church keeps the birthday of no 

other person except that of John the Baptist. (The 

feasts of the Immaculate Conception and of the 

Nativity of the Blessed Virgin had not yet been 

introduced.) In the case of other saints or of God's 

chosen ones, the Church, as you know, solemnizes the 

day on which they were reborn to everlasting 

beatitude after ending the trials of this life and 

gloriously triumphing over the world. 
 

For all these the final day of their lives, the day on 

which they completed their earthly service is honored. 

But for John the day of his birth, the day on which he 

began this mortal life is likewise sacred. The reason 

for this is, of course, that the Lord willed to announce 

to men His own coming through the Baptist, lest if He 

appeared suddenly, they would fail to recognize Him. 

John represented the Old Covenant and the Law. 

Therefore he preceded the Redeemer, even as the Law 

preceded and heralded the new dispensation of grace.ò 



 

WHO  HAVE  BEEN  HEROES  
OF RELIGIOUS  LIBERTY  IN  THE  CHURCH ?  

 

Saint Thomas More 
Thomas More was an English Catholic lawyer who served as 
Lord Chancellor and a close advisor to King Henry VIII. 
More opposed the kingõs separation from the Catholic 
Church and his naming himself as Supreme Head of the 
Church of England. More was imprisoned for his refusal to 
take the oath required by a law that disparaged papal power 
and required acknowledging the children of Henry and 
Anne Boleyn (the kingõs second wife after his divorce from 
Catherine of Aragon) as legitimate heirs to the throne. In 
1535, More was tried for treason, convicted on perjured 
testimony, and beheaded. He is the patron saint of religious 
freedom.  
 

Saint John Fisher 
John Fisher was an English Catholic cardinal, academic, and 
martyr. Fisher was executed by order of King Henry VIII 
during the English Reformation for refusing to accept the 
king as Supreme Head of the Church of England and for 
upholding the Catholic Churchõs doctrine of papal primacy.  
 

Saint Elizabeth Ann Seton 
Elizabeth Ann Seton was the first native-born U.S. citizen to 
be canonized by the Catholic Church. In 1809, Seton 
founded the first American congregation of Religious 
Sisters, the Sisters of Charity. She also established the first 
parochial school for girls in the U.S. in Emmitsburg, 
Maryland in 1810. Setonõs efforts initiated the parochial 
school system in America and opened the first free Catholic 
schools for the poor.  
 

Saint Katharine Drexel 
Katharine Drexel was a religious sister, heiress, 
philanthropist, and educator. She dedicated herself and her 
inheritance to the needs of oppressed Native Americans and 
African-Americans in the western and southwestern United 
States. She was a vocal advocate of racial tolerance and 
established a religious congregation, the Sisters of the 
Blessed Sacrament, whose mission was to teach African-
Americans and later American Indians. She also financed 
more than sixty missions and schools around the United 
States, in addition to founding Xavier University of 
Louisianañthe only historically African-American Catholic 
university in the United States to date.  
 

John Courtney Murray, SJ 
Father Murray was an American Jesuit priest and theologian 
who was known for his efforts to reconcile Catholicism and 
religious pluralism, particularly focusing on the relationship 
between religious freedom and the institutions of a 
democratically structured modern state. During the Second 
Vatican Council, he played a key role in the Councilõs 
groundbreaking Declaration on Religious Liberty, Dignitatis 
Humanae.
