When sinners are most hardened in sin and are living 
as if there is no God, it is then that our Savior allows 
them to find His heart full of pity and kind mercy 
towards them. David, though he offended God, was 
always nourished in the Heart of leniency and divine 
mercy. Let us reflect how from eternity God’s 
goodness tenderly cherished us and provided for us 
all the means to progress in sacred love. Now God 
provides us the opportunity to do the good that 
presents itself and to persevere in the present trial 
that is upon us. The greatness of God’s mercy shines 
forth in the awe-inspiring deeds of Jesus. What a 
great reason to anchor our hope and confidence 
completely in God’s mercy!

Jඎඅඒ 24 - Sൺංඇඍ Cඁൺඋൻൾඅ Mൺ඄ඁඅඎൿ 
 
Although this saint 
never traveled far from 
the Lebanese village of 
Beka-Kafra where he 
was born, his influence 
has spread widely. 
 
Joseph Zaroun Makluf 
was raised by an uncle 
because his father, a 
mule driver, died when 
Joseph was only three. 
At the age of 23, Joseph 
joined the Monastery of 
St. Maron at Annaya, 
Lebanon, and took the 
name Charbel in honor of a second-century martyr. 
He professed his final vows in 1853, and was 
ordained six years later. 
 
Following the example of the fifth-century Saint 
Maron, Charbel lived as a hermit from 1875, until 
his death. His reputation for holiness prompted 
people to seek him to receive a blessing and to be 
remembered in his prayers. He followed a strict fast 
and was very devoted to the Blessed Sacrament. 
When his superiors occasionally asked him to 
administer the sacraments to nearby villages, 
Charbel did so gladly. 
 
He died in the late afternoon on Christmas Eve. 
Christians and non-Christians soon made his tomb a 
place of pilgrimage and of cures. Pope Paul VI 
beatified Charbel in 1965, and canonized him 12 
years later. 
 
"...a hermit of the Lebanese mountain is inscribed in 
the number of the blessed, a new eminent member of 
monastic sanctity is enriching, by his example and 
his intercession, the entire Christian people. May he 
make us understand, in a world largely fascinated by 
wealth and comfort, the paramount value of poverty, 
penance and asceticism, to liberate the soul in its 
ascent to God..."
